ALL AKC Poms are $350 up to $5000 depending on size, overall conformation to the breed standard, sex, color, if breeding or show prospect or pet only quality. Pet Only are generally $350-$500, exotics are generally $500-$1500 with price reduced for pet (limited papers) and another $150 for pet only with spay or neuter required on some but not all pups. Merles are generally $1000-$5000 and based on individual merits of color, clarity of color/markings, size, overall conformation to the breed standard, sex. Prices will sometimes be reduced for “pet only” with spay/neuter required or due to age of pup. 
ALL prices are on an individual basis and may vary from above depending on what I see in the individual pup or dog and its age at time of sale. 

 Although we do not breed for tinies, occasionally they do come up. Tiny puppies are priced individually, usually $500 and up with most being $1000-$1500. "Tiny" is an estimated adult weight under 4lbs. Spay is required on females without exception. Please note tinies are usually high care & high maintenance pups.
* Note - A puppy that is not orange, orange sable or black is usually an exotic or rare color. White, chocolate, blue, blk/tan, choc/tan, blue/tan, cream, cream sable, red, red sable, parti of any color, lavender, beaver are all examples of exotic or rare colors. Exotic & rare colors Excludes Merle for pricing purposes.
** Note - Merle puppies will be priced between $1000 and $5,000, based on the same standards listed in our terms. Because of the controversy in relation to showing a Merle puppy I am making no statement as to the capability of a Merle to be shown or win in AKC shows.
*Adults may vary widely depending on age, health concerns and disposition. Please note the older the dog the more likely it is to have health concerns as with any aging animal. 
*Dachshund’s are varied depending on size, color, sex, overall quality to the breed standard. All are placed as pet quality and have no restrictions placed on them. 
*Rescues are varied depending on the breeds & age.
* Mixed breeds are varied depending on the breeds & age, generally $300 for males, $400 for females with any merles being $100 more and have no restrictions placed on them. 
*Older pups of any breed, mixed or purebred and regardless of color, are likely to be at reduced prices but that does not reflect on its overall quality. 

Below are the Terms of Sale. Pricing for puppies and adults is shown above.

Please do not contact us to tell us that you can buy a puppy from the local newspaper for $200.  We know this. You may not be looking for a show quality puppy, but that doesn't mean you will get pet quality price for a show/breeding prospect puppy. Some pups are reduced for “pet only” homes and all “pet” terms apply to those as well as “pet only” quality pups and must be spayed or neutered. Our prices are set according to what we see in the quality of structure, color, size and attitude of the puppy. I strive to bring top quality into my breeding program and am confident in my ability to produce top quality Pomeranians or Pomeranian mixes. All of our Poms are AKC registered, and we register all of the puppies. Some puppies are sold as "pet" puppies, with limited registration.  When you purchase a "pet only" puppy you will be signing a contact agreeing to spay or neuter the puppy so do not expect to buy a "pet only" puppy and then decide to breed it. Some puppies are not the quality to be bred, or shown. This may be for cosmetic reasons, such as lighter pigment, or an incorrect bite. The pup may not be outgoing enough to perform well in the show ring. His size may be less than perfect (to small or too large) but he will still be a loving pet. All pups/dogs are sold as-is with no guarantees given. Puppies sold as "breeding/show" prospects come with full registration. Pups sold as “pet” come with limited registration papers, and “pet only” pups are sold on a strict spay/neuter contract. ALL pups and dogs are sold on a contract.
Our goal is to produce genetically and temperamentally sound Pomeranians that meet the American Pomeranian Club standard.  Spending the extra $ to purchase a sound and healthy Pom will save many more $$ spent at your vet's to treat the genetic conditions we don't breed in the first place. 

We require a deposit of $200 to reserve the dog (non-refundable). Balance must be paid by 8 weeks of age, or within 3 weeks if older than 8 weeks at time of sale, or 1 week prior to shipment. If the balance is not paid within the 3 week period, or by agreed upon date, the dog will become available for resale. Other payment arrangements may be made on a case by case basis. All payments must be received in full by the seller prior to transfer of the animal without exception. Should the payment not be received within the agreed time we will credit any amount over the non-refundable deposit that has been paid toward the purchase of another puppy within a one year time period. If the credit is not used within that one year period the credit becomes null and void making it no longer valid. The deposit is not refundable if the buyer changes their mind for any reason or if they are late with any payments for any reason. 
Breeder assumes no responsibility as to reproduction capabilities of this male or female puppy.  All pups/dogs are sold as “Pet Quality”, but some will have full papers given as breeding prospect and/or show prospect. Show and breeding prospect is defined as "having no major or disqualifying faults for his/her age - on the date of this sale". It is up to the new owner to evaluate them once grown prior to breeding or showing. Not all pups will hold up to their potential once grown.
We guarantee this puppy/dog to be in sound body and good health, and free from communicable disease as far as appears to the eye at the time of transfer. Any known problems or issues are fully disclosed prior to sale. All pups/dogs are sold strictly AS-IS with a 1 yr life threatening genetic guarantee given excluding tinies. Tinies are sold strictly AS-IS with no guarantee of any kind given. Hypoglycemia is NOT a covered illness/condition. It is the buyer’s responsibility to make sure the pup or dog eats and drinks enough.
All pet only puppies/dogs must be spayed or neutered - without exception. The AKC registration papers will not be given until after vet proof of spay or neuter is received by the seller. It could take up to 90 days after seller receives the proof to get the papers mailed, please be patient. Seller reserves the right to repossess with no compensation or refund given on any “pet only” pup or dog sold that is not spayed or neutered within the stated time frame. 
All dogs are sold on contract and failure to fulfill all terms of the contract is subject to repossession by seller with no compensation given or a penalty fee as stated in the contract. Any expenses incurred to repossess or collect the penalty fee are the buyer’s responsibility.
Buyers are always encouraged to come to our home to pick up their puppy. This gives the buyer the opportunity to see the surroundings that the puppy is coming from and at least one if not both parents.
Any legal litigation that may occur must take place in Cowlitz County, Washington ONLY!
